Sealed Tenders affixed with revenue Stamp worth Rs. 5/-only are invited for and on
behalf of the Government of Jammu and Kashmir State from the registered manufacturer or their
distributors/Agents/Stockiest/Authorized dealers to submit the tenders for supply of Horticulture
items for the year 2010-11 mentioned in annexure to this NIT FOR Horticulture department of
LAHDC of Kargil District with the specification shown against each items appended with NIT.

1. The prescribed tender documents can be had from the Office of the Chief Horticulture Officer ,
Kargil against the payment of Rs.500/- only, which is not refundable. The prescribed tender
documents can be had from the office of the Chief Horticulture officer during office hours on
any working day up to 05.06.2009 by 1P.M..

2. The tenders should be addressed to Chief Horticulture Officer, Kargil and must be submitted in
proper sealed envelope duly marked as “ Tender for supply Horticulture items for the year
2010-11" and should reach this office by or before  05-06-2010 up to 3.00 p.m.

3. The tenders received after the due date and time shall not be considered. In case the last
date of receipt of tenders happens to be a holiday the same shall be received up to 2.00 p.m.
on next working day. The sealed tenders shall be opened on the same day or any next
working day convenient to the tender opening committee in presence of the tenderers if
present.

4, Tenders must be accompanied by an earnest money of Rs. 20,000/- in the form of CDR
pledged to Chief Horticulture Officer, Kargil. Tenders without CDR shall not be entertained.
Earnest money in the form of cash, cheque, postal order shall not be accepted. The CDR of a
contractor/supplier if lying in this office on account of any previous contract will not be
considered for the present tender. The earnest money will be released to the un-successful
tenderers after the final decision/acceptance of the tenders.

5. All rates quoted must be in words and in figures without cuttings/overwriting and FOR
premises of Chief Horticulture department and should include all taxes as applicable.

B Tenderers are required to submit technical bid and financial bid in two separate sealed
covers each with a prominent superscription “technicalffinancial bid". These two sealed
covers shall be put in a third cover, which should also be sealed and deposited by the tenderer
on the stipulated date and time.

A) The envelope containing the technical bid should contains :-

1. Registration /Authorization /dealership of the concerned company.

2. Copy of Registration certificate of J &K Excise and Taxation Depariment/( Commercial Taxes
Department) indicating TIN No.

3. Latest VAT clearance certificate ending 3/2008.

4. CDR worth Rs.20000/-

B) The envelope contains the financial bid should be -

1. The prescribed tender form duly filled are affixed with revenue stamp Rs.5/-

C) The financial bid shall be opened only in respect of those tenderer who qualify the technical

bid.

7. The tenderers must clearly mention the complete specification/ make/model/ brand of
the items without which tender shall not be accepted.

8 The successful tenderers shall have to execute an agreement within seven days from the date
of issue of supply order on the prescribed form and remit security deposit @ 5% of the total
value of the supply order for due performance of the contract in the shape of COR in favour of
Chief Horticulture Offier, Kargil. The security money will be returned after two months from the
date of completion of the agreed contract. No interest will be paid by the department on such
security amount. However, failure to execute the required agreement will not prevent the
department from enforcing the conditions of supply orders upon the approved supplier.
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
